The Bulgarian Traffic
Damage Act covers for personal injury and property damage.
Cars insured by foreign companies must have traffic insurance valid for
Bulgaria. Confirmation shall be in the form of an International Motor
Insurance Card (green card). This card is obtainable in the competitors’
home country. For cars coming without a green card, insurance must be
taken at the Bulgarian border.
6.5 In case of accident, the competitor or his representative will have to declare it

in writing and at the latest within two days. In case a breakdown service is used
in a special stage or on a road section, the expenses are at the cost of competitor.
If a driver participating in a rally is implicated in a accident during which a
member of the public is hurt, the driver concerned must notify it at the next
radio point specified in the Road Book and displayed on the itinerary by a
board bearing the symbol of the radio point. If he fails to observe this rule,
the Stewards may impose on the crew responsible a penalty, which may go
as far as exclusion (see FIA Appendix IV/2.5)

The service vehicle, even those bearing special plates issued by the
Organiser, may never be considered as official participants in the Rally.
They are therefore not covered by the insurance policy of the Event and
remain the sole responsibility of their owner.

Official time throughout the entire rally: Throughout the rally, the official
time will be that of the national radio and TV and by the tel. No. 180.

A start park ferme will be organised before the starting ramp. Each car must
be presented at the starting park ferme 90 min. before its individual starting
time. Vehicles will be able to be presented by a person chosen by the
competitor. Crew must enter this parc ferme 10 minutes before their start
time.

Starting order

The starting order of the Leg 1 is established as follows:

At the start of each SS there is the following equipment:

- Photocell

- “Stop” marker

- Display for time, connected whit lighting elements

- Printer
They work as following:
The display shows the current real time /hh.mm.ss./, but the last 10 seconds
of the minute i.e 10 seconds before the start, the display shows the remaining
seconds to the start 10,9,8 ....and the starting time /hh.mm.00/.
The tenth second and the last 5 seconds are synchronized with blinking red
light elements.
The “Stop” marker is on the starting line, 40 cm after it, is located the
photocell.
The photocell is connected with the display and a printer, where the real
starting time is recorded. Only when there is false start, the display shows
the volume of the forestalling/it keep 3 sec./ and it is accordingly recorded
at the printer.
The crew has the possibility to notice their fault, because they will not be
given to see their STARTING TIME.

10.3 The expenses incurred by the work and by the transport of the car
shall be borne by the claimant if the protest is unfounded, or by the
competitor against whom the protest is lodged if it is upheld.

10.4 If the protest is unfounded, and if the expenses incurred by the protest
(scrutineering, transport, etc.) are higher than the amount of the deposit,
the difference shall be borne by the claimant. Conversely, if the expenses
are less, the difference shall be returned to them.
