for all competing cars to be summoned in the Start Park Ferme /front of
h.”Rila”/ open from 17.00 to 18.30 on Friday 13 June.

The tenth second and the last 5 seconds are synchronized with blinking red
light elements.

The “Stop” marker is on the starting line, 40 cm after it, is located the photocell.

Tyre marking

The marking of the tyres is obligatory for all the competitors. Concerning
the regulations on tyres, the following points must by noted:

- The tyres will be marked throughout the Rally in accordance
with the instruction given by the FIA.

- Atthe start of each leg, the four tyres mounted on the car and the
possible spare tyre will be marked using a special ink, the same
colour for all competitors.

- Atthe exit from each Service Park , the same marking operation
will be carried out using a different colour.
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- Tyres which have not been used on the previous stages or which
,even if they have already been used, are nevertheless in
conformity with the regulations, may be marked again. A tyre
marked zane reserved exclusively for this purpose shall be
established at the exit from the refuelling zone, and its entrance
and exit shall be denoted by the tyre marking sign.

- Forthe sole purpose of assisting with the tyre marking procedure,
and only for the period of time during which the car is in that
zone, one member of the team of each crew may have access to

this zone.
Control
At any time during the event, controls may be carried out to check the conformity
of the tyres.

Any tyre which is note in conformity will be marked with a special stamp and
must not be used.

At the Time Control before the start a Special Stage, if a scrutineer notes that a
tyre mounted on the vehicle is not in conformity as regards the minimum depth, the
competitor must replace this tyre with one carried on board his vehicle, on condition
that the replacement tyre is in conformity, before taking the start.

The post chief will then issue the competitor with a new starting time for the start
on the Special Stage concerned.

Any breach of the tyre regulations will be reported to the Stewards who may
impose a sanction as Provided for in Articles 152 and 153 of the Code.
